WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Houghton Lake Improvement Board to proceed with implementation of a
management plan for Houghton Lake including nuisance aquatic plant control, plant control coordination,
water quality and vegetation monitoring, information dissemination and education, watershed management,
administration, and contingencies at a cost not to exceed $750,000 per year for five years (2012 to 2016).

1.  The Lake Board hereby determines that the proposed improvements are practical, that the petition
submitted for the lake improvement and/or the enabling resolutions are sufficient, and it confirms its
intent to proceed with the improvements.

2. The Lake Board hereby approves the lake management plan and the estimate of costs for the
improvements.

3. This resolution shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in Roscommon County. The
petition and/or enabling resolutions shall not, thereafter, be subject to attack except in an action
brought in a court of competent jurisdiction within 30 days after publication.
